Phase 1 — Concept Planning for the Project Area: Services related to the development of a concept plan
including potential building footprints and parking layouts that could be accommodated based on the
size and shape of the Project Area and the preparation of a preliminary development program including
a list of potential uses, building footprint area, number of floors and overall building height, overall floor
areq, non-residential floor areqa, dwelling unit counts, and parking counts for the Project Area will be
provided as an hourly not to exceed fee of $6,000.

Phase 2 — Preparation of Redevelopment Plan for the Project Area: Services related to the preparation
of a redevelopment plan, including a summary of the project and existing conditions and zoning
standards to permit the rehabilitation and reuse of the existing building, together with appropriate
zoning standards and limited design standards will be provided as a fixed fee of $16,000.

Phase 3 — Preparation of an Amended Redevelopment Plan for Tracts A — D to Remove Tract B: Services
related to the preparation of an amended redevelopment plan for purposes of removing Tract B,
including an updated purpose statement and redevelopment actions taken to date as well as
reorganizing the existing conditions and vision statements will be provided as a fixed fee of $2,000.
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Phase 4 — Project Coordination & Meetings in Support of the Adoption of the Redevelopment Plans:
Services related to general project coordination, the preparation of presentation materials and

Any and all efforts, reports, reviews, meetings, consultations, depositions, appearances, etc.
requested of the Contractor or its forces and subconsultants relating or pertaining to any
form of arbitration, mediation or lawsuit between the Borough and any third party will be
provided; and compensation will be invoiced to the Borough at then current LRK hourly rates.

MANDATORY LANGUAGE
